Our Three Day Liturgy is 

the celebration that defines all we 

do as a parish in our worship, ser-

vice and educational and spiritual 

growth ministries.

In order to understand and experi-

ence the context in which adults 

are baptized, our young people 

who are preparing for Confirma-

tion and First Eucharist are most 

strongly encouraged to celebrate 

the entire Triduum with their fami-

lies (and sponsors if local).    I 

thank in advance    Deacon Rene in 

preparing all the Liturgical minis-

ters.   The sudden request for a 

leave of absence by Mrs. Colligan 

came at a challenging time.    I 

thank each person who is stepping 

forward to work with Mr.   Hahnen-

berg to provide the music for our 

liturgies and encourage all our 

choir members to offer their gifts 

for the Glory of God alone and as 

an expression of their love of 

HIM.  Thanks also to families that 

adjust schedules so their children 

can serve and other members pro-

claim the word or serve the Body 

and Blood of the Lord make a 

beautiful gift of self to us all.  

 

Catholic Christians are by their 

nature counter -cultural.   There 

have been periods of history in 

which we have so fulfilled this 

role, that we shared significantly 

in the Lordõs physical Pas-

sion.    The persecution under vari-

ous Roman Emperors,  the crimi-

nalization of Catholicism in Great 

Britain because of belief in the 

nature of marriage and commit-

ment, the Mexican and Spanish 

civil wars in which the State was 

being elevated to an inappropriate 

position,  in the face of Commu-

nism in the former Soviet Union 

and in China, today in many parts 

of the world where some followers 

of Islam cannot respect the reli-

gious freedom of their fellow citi-

zens who are Christian.    This list 

could be developed for pages.     On 

the surface, we may not think that 

we are suffering as many of our 

brothers and sisters in the faith 

have suffered.   Iõd like to suggest 

that we are being persecuted and 

challenged in much more subtle 

ways.   One example is our vocabu-

lary.   How are we locally referring 

to the time period from March 28 

through April 4?   Is it  spring break 

or Holy Week?   Do we expend as 

much effort in our faith life as we 

may do to coordinate vacation 

time to coordinate with spring 

break?    Vacations are great; we 

all need rest and recreation.   But 

does a creeping secularism lead 

to our never responding to the 

Lordõs invitation to òCome apart 

with me, and restó.    In making 

the prayerful observance of Holy 

Week and the Triduum our pri-

mary focus, we send a message 

to our fellow citizens. Jesus prom-

ises that this union with him will 

provide òpeace for our 

soulsó.    The second example in-

volves the political climate over 

health care.   Some politicians 

want to reduce issues of LIFE to 

issues of economics or sectarian 

(Catholic) belief.    The implication 

is that those who share Catholic 

faith and convictions are stand-

ing in the way of reform.   We 

should not passively accept this 

accusation.   IF we do not exercise 

all our rights as citizens we will 

lose those rights.   Recently an 

elected federal official from 

Michigan revealed how much of 

the support for abortion is rooted 

in savings ð fewer people making 

demands on the common -

wealth.    IF this is the logic of pol-

icy makers, how will we fare as we 

age and our medical needs in-

crease?   At what point will the so-

ciety say it cannot afford us?  

 

Ritually and sacramentally  our 

celebration of the TRIDUUM rein-

forces WHO we are and how much 

we are LOVED.  It mandates us to 

proclaim the Resurrection in every 

detail of our life and every choice 

we make.

FOR HOLINESSõ SAKE.   

EASTER PEACE AND JOY TO EACH 
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As we enter into Holy Week, I am 

in the process of beginning to ask 

questions.  Questions that will lay 

the foundation for a formal review 

of the Faith Formation process at 

St. Patrick.  Holy Week is tradition-

ally a time when I look back at the 

previous year and reflect on what 

God is calling me to in the coming 

year.   I know for some of you this 

is an odd time of year to begin this 

type of reflection;   however, with 

the rhythm of life for the liturgical 

year Lent is a time of preparation 

for the Easter Season.  The Easter 

Season is a call to new life after 

hearing the Good News of Jesus 

Christ, especially in light of His 

resurrection. 

 

Our first step in the review process 

was meeting with parents that 

have children in the Sacramental 

Preparation Process who will be 

confirmed and will receive the 

Eucharist.  

Our second 

step, through 

this article, is 

announcing 

to the parish 

as a whole 

that a review 

is taking 

place.  I know from personal ex-

perience and from talking with 

many members of the parish there 

are a number of good things hap-

pening.  The question for me is, 

òWhat are those good things and 

how do we encourage and allow 

them to grow?ó  

 

This review process will involve the 

creation of an advisory committee 

that will begin studying how the 

Catholic Church is calling our com-

munity in educating our members 

about the Good News of Jesus 

Christ. 

 

We are in the process of writing 

job descriptions and will begin an 

appeal to members of the parish 

to join this process.  Our first prior-

every member in our faith communi-

ties.  Itõs about delivery systems.  

How can we utilize the life in our 

church community; the variety of 

excellent print, audio, and visual 

resources; the variety of learning 

models; and the new digital and 

online technologies to develop a 

faith formation plan that addresses 

the wide diversity of interests, reli-

gious and spiritual needs, and life 

tasks and situations of parish mem-

bers.ó   

 

In our review process we are asking 

ourselves about what we are doing 

well and what can we do more of in 

the process of passing faith from 

one generation to the next.  Watch 

the bulletin for more details.  If you 

are interested in the taking part in 

the review process, please contact 

me at the Parish office.  I would also 

encourage you to visit the Parish 

web site at www.stpatrick.org.  I will 

be using the web site to communi-

cate to the parish at large the de-

tails of the review process.  The de-

tails will include a description of the 

review process, a job description for 

those of you interested in formally 

taking part and finally you will find a 

way to communicate with those en-

trusted to this process.

In a recent article in Lifelong Faith, 

John Roberto wrote the following, 

òMost Christian churches have simi-

lar goals for faith formation.  

Churches want faith formation for 

their faith tradition, relate the Chris-

tian faith to life today, participate in 

the life and ministries of the faith 

community, and live as disciples of 

Jesus Christ in their daily life at 

home, in the workplace, in the com-

munity and the world.  Churches 

want faith formation that touches 

the head, the heart, and actions of 

its members.  They want faith for-

mation that informs forms and 

transforms.ó 

 

We realize that a òone 

size fits all programó 

will not work.  We 

desire a Faith Forma-

tion process that 

helps participants 

know where God is in 

their life and then 

helps participants go deeper by get-

ting to know God in a more intimate 

way.  In that deeper reality there is a 

dialog that encourages participants 

to listen to what God is calling them 

to in their own lives within the con-

text of the Christian community. 

 

In the Rite of Christian Initiation this 

process is called conversion.  Con-

version is a life-long process.  Faith 

Formation does not stop with the 

reception of the sacraments.  Con-

version is a life-long.  To be success-

ful, Faith Formation needs to be 

dynamic and responsive to those we 

serve. 

 

John Roberto further states, òThe 

question today is not what do we 

want to accomplish, but rather how 

can we accomplish these goals for 
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òWhat are those good things 

and how do we encourage and 

allow them to grow?

At 

each visit, whether there is one per-

son or 20 people, I read from our 

Living Faith Book, and then share 

the three readings from Holy Scrip-

ture for the up-coming weekend, 

(most of these poor souls are not 

able to get out to attend weekly 

Mass).  After praying the Lordõs 

Prayer together, I distribute Holy 

Eucharist close with a feel good 

prayer from the Liv-

ing Faith Book or 

other prayer source.  

As I said, this nor-

mally takes 1/2 hour 

or so and then after 

our good-byes, Iõm off 

to  my next visitation.  

Many of these poor 

souls are just plain lonesome for 

someone to pay attention to them, 

to feel that someone has come to 

see them, not just because it is their 

job to come to their room, but be-

cause someone cares and is happy 

to see them and pray with them. 

I have never done anything in my 70 

years of life that has given me more 

satisfaction and heartfelt content-

ment than this ministry to the elderly 

and the sick.  I have always believed 

that the Good Lord has blessed me 

abundantly by directing my life to this 

ministry. 

 

If you think you need this kind of 

warm satisfaction in your life, know-

ing that you will touch someone's 

heart each day, knowing you will be 

bringing the Lordõs words and the 

Lordõs body to your fellow Catholics 

who may be less fortunate than your-

self, knowing you are living the Beati-

tudes and Corporal Works of Mercy, 

than PLEASE CALL ME and come 

with me to see if you too may be 

called to a life of service in our faith 

community.  You will feel so good 

about what you are doing and will 

meet some wonderful Christians.

The significance we were to 

learn was that John was al-

He went into some history 

about John and this lead to 

the Bishop challenging the 

youth to look at themselves 

as gifted and called.

Edward J. Hahnenberg, BA, MA, MA, Ed.S., has been a music educator all of his life.  He 

served as student organist at Baltimoreõs St. Maryõs Basilica under liturgist Rev. Eugene 

Walsh, S.S.  He was high school choral director at St. Francis High School for several 

years.  He also served as organist/choir director at Lake Leelanau St. Maryõs Church for 

25 years.  He studied music at the University of Michiganõs summer program at Inter-

lochen.  He has given three public piano concerts at Northwestern Michigan College.  He 

is the composer of a published hymnal, òSongs of Joyó, including original cho-

ral/keyboard arrangements of over 80 liturgical selections.  A piano tuner for 30 years, he is well-know locally. 

After twenty five years of 
dedication to the parish 
choir, Mrs. Susanne Colligan 
submitted a request for a 
leave of absence.  Since this 

request was done in writing 
and she was unavailable for 
discussion, it has been 
granted.   There are many 
rumors circulating.   I am 
unaware of their exact na-
ture and content.    However, 
I have been asked to share 
information.    Since Susanne 
is in an employee/employer 
relationship to me, I am re-

stricted in what can be 

shared. 

 

Over a period of time, there 
has been a disagreement on 
methods of accountabil-

ity  (keeping a log) and com-

munication with the Pastor 
in the planning of the liturgi-
cal life of the parish.   She 
requested an appointment 
with Bishop Hebda follow-

ing upon her mailed com-
munications.   Both the 
Bishop and our personnel 
director suggested a struc-
tured process to resolve the 

issues which she declined. 

Because of the sensitivity of 
discussions, I have always 
tried to communicate with a 

witness present or in the 
hearing of other parish em-
ployees in order to protect 
both of us.   Following a 
planning meeting with Dea-
con Rene and myself on Fri-
day, March 12, I sent a writ-
ten òThank Youó along with 
a request that we meet on 

one of two dates to finalize 
the program for the Trid-
uum.  During that time I in-
vestigated with Liturgists, 
other Catholic parish musi-

cians as well as the Bishop a 
matter regarding the read-
ings and music of the Easter 
Vigil.  I communicated the 
conclusion which would 
require a modification of two 
pieces of music  that have 
traditionally been used 
here.   I received a note that 
òI will not be meeting with 
you on Mondayó.   Presum-

ing that Susanne had cho-
sen the Thursday date for 
meeting, I was present and 
found in my mail a handwrit-
ten letter which began òI will 
not be meeting with you 
today at St Patrick or any òoff 

siteó locations in the fu-
tureó.  She then explained 
her reasons and concluded 
her letter with òéI must dis-
continue my work at St Pat-

rick as director of Music Min-
istry for an indefinite period 
of time, effective today 
March 18ó.   This letter was 
copied to both Bishop 
Hebda and our diocesan 
personnel director.   We 
have maintained three way 
communication among our-

selves.  

 I have granted a thirty day 
leave which will terminate 
April 16.  I wish Susanne  
peace and health and thank 
her for sharing her talents 
with this parish for the past 

twenty -five years. ~  Fr. Nalley
